Drop And Go From Thursday 10 September!!!
Our new perimeter wall is almost complete  with just a few small additions to  make.  One of the  exciting 
developments complimenting this improvement is the new ‘drop  off and collection zone’ created at our 
Tshekedi Crescent (main) entrance.  This will be a  safe, quick way of dropping your child  off at school in 
the morning and  collecting them at the end of the day and  we hope it will alleviate the  congestion in the 
car park in the mornings and after school  

When using this new system, there are a  few important points to remember:
¥ You must enter Tshekedi Crescent and ensure that the drop  off zone  is on your left.  We do 

not want students crossing the road from the opposite side.
¥ A quick good bye and departure is important to keep the flow of traffic moving.
¥ At the end of the day your child can wait on the pavement to be collected.
¥ If you need to park your vehicle, please park in  the centre  of the  main  car  park ONLY or in  the 

parking bays NEXT TO the drop off and collection zone.
¥ No drop off or collection  is allowed in the area between the IN and OUT gates as there is no 

pavement and it is not safe.
There will be an adult on  duty to  supervise the  drop  off and collection  zone in the  morning.  It will take a 
community effort of cooperation to get this system working  effectively and your support in ensuring its 
‘smooth’ introduction would be appreciated.  Our children  have  the  opportunity to develop  their inde-
pendence and  responsibility as they enter and exit school and  in the course of this week we  will orien-
tate  and inform them of how this area  is to be  used.  Our intention is to  create a similar system at the 
Elephant Way entrance  for our older students in the future.  There  will be  little  snags that will 
need to be sorted out as we put the plan into practice.  Please bear with us as we do so.
